In science this half term, the children will be
learning all about our digestive system, the
function of different types of teeth and they will
conduct a practical investigation to see how
different liquids affect our teeth!

This half term the children will continue to
learn about Ancient Greece. They shall learn
about Greek philosophers, artists and
mathematicians and how they brought
advancements to Greek society.
